Rules and Regulations

In addition to the Rules and Regulations provided for/by Laurel Homeowners Association, as the master association, the following are the Rules and Regulations of Laurel Village adopted by the Executive Board.

1. Satellite dishes shall be permitted provided they are professionally installed, roof mounted only and installed in accordance with the LHA Architectural Control Standards.  Homeowners shall be responsible for any damage caused by the satellite dish as well as the complete removal of the dish and cost to repair the roof once the dish is no longer in service. (As adopted on January 9, 2006).

2. Homeowners may utilize propane gas or electric cooking grills on their patios and decks provided they are fewer than 48,000 BTUs and adhere to all other rules and regulations of the Associations.  Damage caused by a grill shall be the sole responsibility of the homeowner.  No charcoal or open flame grills are permitted. (As adopted on March 9, 2006). 

Where a rule is in conflict with the rules and regulations enforced by Laurel Homeowners Association, the more restrictive of the rules shall apply and be enforced.

This is a living document and may be modified by the Executive Board as allowed under the Declaration and By-Laws of the Association.
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
